ork.  They should facilitate experts in particular fields of learning to create the link

betw
een their program

m
es and the N

FQ
.  These standards are not program

m
e specifications.  It is through these,

how
ever, that the relationship betw

een a program
m

e, its com
ponent parts and the N

FQ
 should be evident.  The

standards are a reference point and a point of com
parison against w

hich individual program
m

es m
ay be justified.

They are intended to provide general guidance for articulating the learning outcom
es associated w

ith a particular

field of learning.  

In designing program
m

es, providers m
ust take cognisance of the standards for specific fields of learning w

here they

generally relate to the program
m

e being developed.  H
ETA

C
 how

ever recognises that there is a significant grow
th

in m
ulti-disciplinary/inter-disciplinary program

m
es; there are em

erging fields of learning; and in addition, w
ithin

each field there is the vast spectrum
 of program

m
es possible, w

hich range from
 highly practical to very theoretical.

In this context, it is not possible to have a standard, or m
ultiple standards, that cater for the com

plete range of

program
m

es possible.   It is therefore expected that the standards for specific fields of learning w
ill be used as

reference points for the design of program
m

es.  

In drafting the standards every effort has been m
ade to ensure that they w

ill provide for flexibility and variety in the

design of program
m

es and therefore encourage innovation w
ithin an overall agreed fram

ew
ork.  It is not expected

that all program
m

es w
ill include every learning outcom

e identified in a standard.  It is, how
ever, expected that m

any

program
m

es w
ill include learning outcom

es that are not included in the relevant standard.  W
hen designing a

program
m

e, each learning outcom
e in the standard should be considered.  W

here departure from
 these is

necessary, it should be justified in the context of the specific orientation of the program
m

e and other facts

pertaining to it.  Each program
m

e provider should be able to dem
onstrate how

 the design and content of its ow
n

program
m

es has been inform
ed by the standard.

The level descriptors of the Fram
ew

ork, the aw
ard type descriptors and consequently the standards for the specific

fields of learning are divided into three different types of learning outcom
es - know

ledge, skill and com
petence.

These strands are further subdivided (sub-strands). Each strand/sub-strand is im
portant.  The relative w

eighting of

each strand in a program
m

e w
ill vary from

 program
m

e to program
m

e.  The w
eighting w

ill be determ
ined by m

any

factors, including for exam
ple, the practical nature of a program

m
e, or otherw

ise.  H

 considers that each

strand/sub-strand should be addressed appropriately in every program

here a program

m
e is m

ulti-disciplinary or inter-disciplinary in nature, the use of m
ore than one standard m

ay be

necessary.  In such cases, the scope, depth and balance of concepts and application should not result in the neglect

of either the theoretical, or applied, at the expense of the other.
